BANDANA DOGS AND CLASSES

We have received some very good feedback from the trial of the yellow bandana dog
(BD) classes. As such, we will be running these classes on a regular basis for those
owners of dogs who wear yellow bandanas.

We will endeavour to run approx 2 to 3 of these classes per month during the Basic
obedience time slot on an adhoc basis. The Instructors will advise you at the start of
the classes.

During the weeks that the BD classes are not running, we ask the owners of those
dogs to continue working at a comfortable distance in the regular class and practice
the exercises as instructed in the BD classes as best as possible. We also ask that
you do not attend the general socialisation sessions unless instructed by your BD
class instructor. If at any stage you are experiencing difficulty, please let one of us
know immediately!

A formal structure is currently being drawn up for the BD classes which will provide
owners with specific exercises for reactive dogs and handouts with tips/steps for the
exercises so that owners have a ready reckoner to work off. We are positive these
measures will greatly assist those dealing with reactive dogs.

We would like to thank you for your efforts in giving the Yellow Bandana dogs plenty
of space when in class. We realise it is sometimes difficult to see or notice a yellow
bandana and as such, we encourage your continued vigilance in looking out for
these dogs who really need the space.

And as a general rule, we ask that ALL dogs be given plenty of space at all times
when in the school to minimise the risk of any inadvertent accidents occurring. This
is especially important in reception/check in area. If your dog becomes over-
excitable or reactive in confined spaces, please leave him/her in the car whilst you
check in. It will save you having to wrestle with your dogs whilst in line.

Although the mulch currently has NO warnings
printed on the label, upon further investigation on
the company's web site, this product is stated as
HIGHLY toxic to dogs and cats.

Cocoa Mulch is manufactured by Hershey's, and
they claim that "It is true that studies have shown
that 50% of the dogs that eat Cocoa Mulch can
suffer physical harm to a variety of degrees (de-
pending on each individual dog). However, 98% of
all dogs won't eat it." Regardless of their last claim,
please be aware of this product and do not
purchase it.
