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Keeping your dog safe is our utmost priority at Four Paws, however over
the last few weeks, we have noticed that some dogs are coming out of
their collars and/or owners are slipping leads, resulting in a run-away dog
that we need to chase down.

Please ensure that your dog’s collar is fitted correctly. You should be able
to place no more than 2 fingers through the collar comfortably. Any more
than this and there is a chance your dog can come out of the collar. The
collar should be tight enough so that it cannot slip over the dog's head,
even if you tried. The “2 finger” rule has proven itself over time.

Hold the lead appropriately and tightly. You should have your right arm
through the holding loop with your hand tightly grasping the lead. This is
double security for you...should you accidentally let go of the lead, it is still
around your arm.

No dog should ever be let off lead, unless instructed by your instructor
during class. This goes for all levels, including Advanced level dogs.

If your dog is uncomfortable in tight situations, leave him in the car whilst
you check in at reception, then simply grab him after you've checked in.
It's better than trying to fight the situation.

Following the simple guide lines above, will help ensure that everyone is
kept safe and happy whilst at training.
